Job Purpose:
To provide reliable and safe transportation for fruit and vegetable deliveries, collections from suppliers and donors, and distribution of goods across NGCFI hubs and partner organisations. The role also requires representing NGCFI professionally while engaging with customers, partners, and volunteers during collections and deliveries.
Main Duties and Responsibilities:
· Collect and return NGCFI’s hire van from the designated vehicle hire provider.
· Carry out early morning collections of fresh produce from the Fruit Market.
· Deliver orders (e.g. to Rosemount Lifelong Learning, local libraries, and other partners).
· Transport fresh produce, equipment, and supplies between NGCFI’s food hubs and pop-up sale venues.
· Support occasional event logistics by transporting goods and materials.
· Carry out moderate to heavy lifting during loading and unloading of deliveries.
· Maintain high standards of health and safety while driving and loading.
· Ensure timely and safe delivery of all items, reporting any issues to line manager.
· Liaise with staff, volunteers, and partners in a friendly and respectful manner, promoting NGCFI’s values.
· Return vehicle by 5pm to the hire provider unless otherwise authorised.
